A vote was put forward: Cllr Christie proposed, Cllr Bayston seconded. All in favour.  
Consequently, this will have a knock on effect with costings and after a discussion taking other factors into consideration it was agreed that the precept be raised from £25,750 to £27,000. To be ratified at January’s meeting.
